General Situation/Overview:

On January 21, 2020, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and Washington State Department of Health
announced the first case of 2019 Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) in the United States and in Washington State. As of
3/19/2020 a 24, 48, 72-hour planning projection of the response is being done daily. Friday’s planning projection will
encompass Saturday and Sunday, then resume normal planning projections on Monday.

CONTACT TRACING & CARE COORDINATION:

e Care Coordination team to date has received over 1000 case referrals. Care Coordination team connects people
in Isolation or quarantine to the services they need to stay isolated. This may be providing a Walgreens
Hygiene kit or a Kroger Food box or connecting them with rent assistance, grocery or prescription delivery or
other services — Thank You Care Coordination Team for providing this valuable service for the community

e Care Coordination team is working to define their case overload threshold, especially for cases that come in
over the weekend timeframe

e Contact Tracing team has been busier than usual as there has been an increase as of late in COVID cases to
investigate.

COMMUNITY TESTING:

e To date, the National Guard at the HAPO Center testing site has administered 15,697 COVID tests. Testing numbers
this week are as follows: Tuesday 10/06, 217 tests, Wednesday 10/7, 185 tests, Thursday 10/9, 88 tests and Friday
10/9 90 tests
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e The positivity rate at the HAPO site last week was 12.8%

e CBC-West Test Site administered: To date the site has administered 2,162 COVID tests. Testing number this week are
as follows: Thursday 10/7, 396 tests (wow a record day) and Friday 10/9 161 tests

Effective 10/6/20 all 39 counties will remain in their current phases, but the governor’s announcement allows for more
activity in some of the phases, below is what is applicable to our area:
Youth/Adult Sports
e These guidelines will align school related and non-school related sports guidance. Tournaments and crowds are
prohibited in counties that aren’t in the low-risk category, but these guidelines will allow more school and non-school
sports, both indoor and outdoor, according to a combination of local metrics. These metrics are aligned with state
metrics for school opening recommendations. It also provides specific protocols for transportation, group size and
facial coverings.
Restaurants | our area is following Phase 2 guidelines
e These guidelines will move alcohol cutoff from 10 PM to 11 PM for phase 2 and 3 as well as eliminates the indoor
household member restriction for indoor dining. Additionally, the guidelines will allow for the increase of table size to
six in Phase 2 and eight in Phase 3.

e These guidelines will allow for open houses, but limit attendance by the counties' gathering size limit in accordance
to their Phase.
